The death of Miss Violet Mary Ann Montgomery occurred on Friday, June 14, 1963 in the Pembroke Cottage Hospital.

Born 62 years ago in Alice Township she was the youngest daughter of the late Nelson Montgomery and his wife
formerly Lucy Johnstone. Receiving her early education there she attended the Pembroke Collegiate Institute and the
North Bay Normal School.
